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a cut up stock of yokan. A small amount of it was left over and
Tosi finally convinced the waitress she should wrap it up and let
me have it for asa gohan (breakfast). Tosi was considerate and
let us get back to the hotel reasonably early.

Wednesday morning, 26 August Real heavy smog again this morning,

even worse than yesterday morning, but yesterday it cleared up
quite a bit as the sun came up. According to the weather map and
the Far East Network today will be another clear day, so it will
probably clear up too. Still no chance of seeing Fuji-san I be-
lieve though.

Wednesday afternoon Dr. Tomota personally came out to the Factory
and found me going through the d/p Cell production line. He asked
me to have dinner with him so we had a very quiet discussion in a
small quiet room in A Ya. We talked about many things. Finally
he brought me to the hotel in his car at about 10:30.

.~y Thursday morning Even smoggier than Wednesday. On the weather

JAW.

map I see Typhoon Ju-ichi (11) coming in such a way as to hit the
western part of Japan, that is, Kyushu or maybe Shikoku, probably
some time tomorrow. We'll Jjust have to wait and see.whether it
goes that way or swings over this way. ?Joe is scheduled to leave
on Saturday and this may cause some delay in his trip.

Thursday night - Joe and I went to Matsui home for a very enjoy-
able time tonight and also Joe experienced his first earthquake.
The two daughters, Yoshiko and Kuniko were both there. They had
helped prepare the dinner and did all the serving for the rest of
us and they also joined us at the table at dinner. Yoshiko and

Kuniko told about their trips with Allen and his friend when they

were here this last time. They very proudly showed me the lamp
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4527 and broach pins that the boys gave them. The lamps are very in-
teresting, slightly different but the same theme, two cats cuddled
up to each other, the larger one with a steady white light and the
smaller one with a flashing red light inside thelr translucent
bodies. It seems the glirls had a lot of fun and I am sure the
boys did too, going to Expo then hitting a dozen or so temples,
shrines and other historic places in Kyoto, going to Kobe for a
steak dinner, going to a Go-Go dance hall with all four Matsuils
and so on.

A look at the weather tonlight on TV - there are now two troplcal
storms - Ju-ichl 1s going more or less the way 1t looked this morn-
ing and now Typhoon Ju-ni is much closer and coming directly toward
the Tokyo area from the southeast. Very interesting to note that
the Armed Forces Network weatherman doesn't mention these storms
at all and, in fact, talks about the possibility of slight showers
tomorrow sometime at the same time the Japanese stations and TV
are all talking very intently about the typhoons, where they might

hit and when they might hit.

Qﬁﬁ?Friday morning Quite hazy but not as bad as yesterday. Armed

' Forces Network had a recording they have been using a lot lately
which advises all Americans to be completely prepared for a tropical
storm and to listen to that station to be advised when one is
approaching. Well, thls morning they talk about maybe it will rain
a little iﬁ'Kyushu, maybe cloudy later on today around Tokyo, but
when I look at the weather map I see Typhoon Ju-ichi heading Jjust
west of Kyushu, Typhoon Ju-~Nl1 heading directly for Tokyo, and a
weather front coming directly in over Japan Sea from the west.

Japanese TV expect the center of Typhoon Ju-ichi to be on the

western coast line of Kyushu by tomorrow and' d{i-ni to be in Tokyo
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Bay tomorrow morning.

Friday evening, 28 August Typhoon Ju-ni quite suddenly turned

northeast and apparently is. going to miss the island entirely, so
maybe Sunday won't be so bad after all.

Tonight Sasaki-san and three of his department took me directly
from work first to a temple, Jindaisji -- - very famous for soba
noodles. There are many shops buillt around close to the temple.
The main temple bullding is 700 years old with an old but very
handsome heavy thatched roof. I took several pictures and hope
some of them come out. Then we went on down to the Kokeshiya,
where we met Joe and all of the rest of the Patent Department -
quite a large roomful, including the two girls that work in the
department. I sat across from them and I guess had about as good
a conversation as one could hope with each one knowing almost none
of the other's language in speaking. I guess the girls can read
English but don't know how to speak it very well. We had a lot of
fun with various people singing songs in Japanese, German, Erglish
and finally I was talked into trying to sing Kusatsubushi after 1
had a guarantee that most of them would sing along with me. I
quickly got the words out of my briefcase so that I could at least
keep up to that extent. Everybody had a good time and?Jée and I
were sent home fairly early so that Joe could pack up tonight ready
to leave tomorrow.

The latest weather forecast on the Armed Forces Network tonight
is that tomorrow night will be heavy rain and gusty wind. Maybe
that will be after Joe's plane leaves and before we are out on any
trail and exposed Sunday morning, so I am still optimistic.

(After September 1lst I will be in the Palace Hotel. Please tell

Peg and Bruce Hainsworth.)
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Saturday morning, 29 August Well, Typhoon Ju-ni sure missed us.

At six o'clock this morning the sky was almost cloudless to the
west and to the east you could see the swirling mass of the Typhoon.
lA¢cording to the weather map the best chance 1s this will go right
on up the coast and they may get some pretty high waves but we are
clear of it here in Tokyo and also up near Yatsugatake where we
are going. However, there is a weather front coming in from the
northwest which may or may not make the weather bad for us. The
Armed Forces Network think it is going to rain pretty hard in
Tokyo tonight. If so, we'll probably go under the storm by train
maybe having some rain tonlight as we get to the hotel but 1t ought
to be reasonably good tomorrow.

This morning Fujli-san can be seen faintly in the distance still at
elght o'clock.

Well, we are on our way at 4:30. Ishii-san showed up with a car
that took Tokunaga-san, Ishii-san and me to Mitaka Station where
we took the local traln to Hachloji. Now we are on a reserved-seat
train which we ride for a couple of hours or so. It is about
quarter of six now. This is the Chuo line and running right along
beside it is the Chuo highway. We are underground about 10% of the
time. The highway runs up at a higher altitude. Most of the time
we see it it is on bridges of some sort across ravines between the
mountains. It also goes through quite a few tunnels.

At ten of eight we got to Chino. Saw a lot of rough country getting
up here. We are in a taxl now on our way to the hotel. It was
Just starting to sprinkle when we got off the train. Now, at about
five of eight in the taxi 1t is starting to rain quite hard.

8:15 - Takeshima. They were local showers. Hotel Takeshlinakan.

Ishii-san has big face here. When we arrived we were handed a news-
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paper with three ears of cooked corn on the cob - very good to
start the meal off with. Ishii-san took a picture of our dinner
table. I won't try to describe the large tableful of so many
dishes.

Sunday morning, 30 August Quite hazy and dull with low clouds.

Ought to burn off like ground feog. Went across the street and took
some pictures of the lake. You should see me trying t0 manoeuvre
in the always too small slippers. Came back for breakfast. We had
ham (3 slices of processed on the shredded cabbage), scrambled eggs,
a 4-inech long fish cooked in a sweet sauce (eat everything except
the head and tail), bean soup with egg plant pieces. Of course

the sheets of seaweed to eat with sauce and rice.

The bus came right on time at 10 minutes of 8. By this time the
sky 1s clearing. Just went by a fishery. There is a nice sounding
lady's voice announces the stop on the bus and also comments. It
is a tape recorder which the bus driver operates.

The road winds up fairly steeply past one hotel after another.
Interesting indicator in the bus. At each stop the people getting
aboard must take a ticket which has a number on it for that stop.
There is an indgicator that i1s advanced at each station and shows
how much 1s due for each number of ticket that gets off at that
station.

We got to the ropeway about 8:30 - a lot of other people - and

Just missed the car.
About ten of nine - top of the ropeway - starting to hike up. PFirst

we came to a bureh- flight of steps made out of rock. Many other:
people on the trall. Not as many as at Fuji-san but definitely

the people ahead slow us down. Very nice trail, all graded with

small stones. Of course there are a lot of big stones sticking out
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/&AQThe sun is quite bright through hazy sky. Nice cool breeze, so
the combination is good for sunburn. I took a picture of the
steps and also another one of the mountain we are going up, both
of these within a few minutes of the ropeway station.

At 9:25 took a picture of Ishii-san going up a wooden ladder on
the trail. The trail has some moderately steep sections inter-
spersed by low slopes. About 9:28 we came to a hut. This explains
why the group of girls we met earlier going down looked so fresh.
They must have stayed in the hut all night. From the hut it goes
up quite steadily. We get to the first peak at 9:30. I took a
picture ahead at the main summit from a coll between the two.
Looks like there must be fifty other people there before us.

9:40 we get to the peak. Guidebook time for this was 90 minutes.
One group was leaving just ®ws we got there. Everybody waving.
One giﬁl w?o was staying looked over at me and then waved to the
bunch gggg-byer Took a picture of Yatsugatake from here.

Kind of cloudy and hazy but I should have something - the girl
in the picture is the one that said "Bye". Took a picture of
Takeshina from the summit.

Quarter after ten. Finally everybody else has left. One large
group supplied most of the people that were here.

At 10:40 we left and were down at the hut at 28+55 10:50. Then

we went down a wild plant preserve. I took a picture back at the

summit from here. Almost no flowers.

11:05 on our way again. I took a picture down the trail from just
Bil> s/ SKAY S

above the wooden ladder. Ayippon Pilatus after a Swiss mountain.

Some of the people around here object to this and say why can't we

use our own YorcoPA /& name.
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At 11:45, after following at a snail pace behind a whole army of
people who just bura-bura,we are at the ropeway station. I'm

sure happy we are here. We are eating in the ropeway station at
the top. TV is showing Ba&paku, Expo. 8:30 this morning picture
showed about ten lines of cars solid and a solid mass of people
going towards BagpSku.

JClouds are coming up - no sun or blue sky now while we are standing
in the ropeway station waiting for the car.

12:30, down at the bottom. The taxi that had been ordered was
waiting. Somewhat of a misunderstanding because Ishii-san and
Tokunaga-san thought that it was 12:30 and the driver had been told
11:30, so he was very relieved to see that we really did exist.

As we drove down away from the mountain a little bit we got out
from under the clouds and have a bright hazy sky.

Interesting rock on the side of the platform at the station -
horizontal stratafication- - glass and pumpkin stone. That's a
very hard stone, not like normal lava.

The train of course on time right at 1:30. Tokunaga-san just
brought out a pack of Konbu. He says it is a Japanese equivalent
of chewing-gum. Very tasy seaweed. At first no taste but as you
chew it it gets more and more tasty and finally it all goes apart
and then you can swallow it, which you can't with normal chewing-
gum.

Getting down toward Tokyo it is raining quite hard. Tokunaga-san
got off at Hachioji because he lives back a station before this
and has to take a local back. Incidentally, the train skidded to
a halt as fast as it could on wet rails a few minutes ago and they

announced over the PA system that a man had run across in front of

,ﬁ&iﬁthe train but fortunately they didn't hit him.

o At 4:17, Shinjuku Station, where Ishii-san and I went over to
train for Tokyo. It is not raining downtown right now, so I talked
Ishii-san into leaving me at Tokyo Station once he got me on to
the right train, because after all, all I need do is get off at
the first station.

Well, I hate to admit it, but coming out of the station I got
mixed up. I'm sure I could have found my way but I came by a police
box so I asked. Of course the policeman couldn't speak English but
he showed me on a map where I was and 1t was very obvious. Of
course then he had to tell me about three or four times, even
though all it consisted of was - Take first right at traffic light
take a left at the next and then a right down to Teikoku Hoteru.
Of course, when I asked the police I said, "Teikoku Hoteru doku
desu-ka?" because I figured they couldn't speak English. They
understood that question all right but it took a little while to
get a map out and locate the hotel. As soon as they had the map
out I could see my way clear, but I couldn't explain that to them.
What happened was that when I came out of the station I started
the wrong way.

Well, I'm back in the hotel. Ate in the Caffee Shop.

(I'm going to have to work on the speed control of this Dictet.

- about 30 minutes later - I found the contacts all right
and there was a lot of dirt so I tried cleaning them up.)

Monday evening, 31 August Tosl asked if he could eat with me

a short supper and then go to a meeting and I would come on to
the hotel, so we went to Shinjuku‘area, the Tamagawa, which is

one of Tosi's favorite sushi and sashimi restaurants. The cook
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working on our particular section of the counter recognlized me

and commented he had seen me there two or three times before.

This was the first opportunity I have had to eat real Japanese
(this trip)

sushi and sashimi, because up until now/I have always been with

other Americans and they don't as a rule like to sit at a counter

like we did tonight eating a dozen or so helpings of various raw

fish, raw eggs from quail, and raw fish roe. Not many 1like to

work away at an octopus leg,gzbalone. At this kind of a restaurant

can't get dessert or sweets, so we went to the sweet shop that we

often go to in Shinjuku area. Here I asked for anmitsu, a unique

Japanese sweet consisting of sweet bean paste with sweet beans

and little chunks of tasteless Jello-like material with a few

mochi rice puff little pillows and over it all poured a very sweet

black syrup. So finally I had a Japanese supper after about ten

days. Of course, over the weekend I had traditional Japanese food

too, I shouldn't forget that.

Tuesday morning, 1 Septembef Typhoon Ju-ichi went through North

Korea and Typhoon?Ju-ni has headed for America -~ I don't think it
will quite make it. It is a very hazy morning again. Top of the
Tokyo Tower 1s just visible.

Well, I'm all checked out of the Imperial Hotel. I sure hope

there 1s a room for me in the Palace.tonight when I arrive. I'm
-

afraid it may be late because I'm supposed to go to Arima-san's

house tonight.

4 esday evening - I'm nicely settled in my Palace Hotel Room.
The price per night is only 6000 yen as opposed to 10,000 in the
Imperial Hotel and I guess about the only thing I don't have is

color TV. The Palace Hotel has now installed telephones in the

bathroom so the Imperial.Hotel has nothing. on that. Wlso the

Palace has electric alarm clocks in the rooms - built-in rather
than sitting loose on top of the stand between the beds as in the
Imperial. Radio has one more channel than the Imperial. The
dresser has the same large drawers as before while Imperial has
shelves in one end of the closet. True the closet is smaller and
the room-itself is smaller, alSO'the'bathroom"is~smaller; but
none of these ltems:are:of any lmportance:to me:at-all. - I
forgot to say ‘the PalaceaHotelzhaszrnnning:icehater:and.you have

to use .the.refrigerator in the.Imperial.Hotel.

Wednesday morning, 2 September Weather is nice, sun shining,

Fuji-san is off there in the sky, and I am saving 4400 yen per day.
My room 1is directly above the entrance and tperefore looks out
over the moat and in to the Imperial Palace érounds. This is my
first time for this side and Fuji-san is much more nearly in

front of the room than my usual rooms on the side facing the
fountain. Off in the distance I can see the new 47-story Shinjuku
bullding called Keio Center, the bulldings being built by Keio
Railroad Line.

Wednesday evening This was a tempura dinner at Tenmasu with

Rinichi, Kita-san, Saito-san, Ika-san, Maeda-san and Nabe-san.
The one-missing from. our. two.previous. dinners. here.was. Boya-san.

Thursday morning, 3 September A somewhat hazy sky but no clouds.

The sun came up pretty bright but enough haze that I cant't see
Fuji-san. The weather map isn't clear for the weekend. I would
say more chance that there will be poor weather than good. There
is a front coming in very close that will likely give us at least
cloudy weather today. Behind that, over thevmainland, there is
a high that is trying to push its way between two lows,_if that

1s successful then we are in for good weather this weekeng
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Friday morning, 4 September I see a few spots of blue. The

weather map still is not clear as to what is going to happen but
it does look fairly promising. The sun will be shining today

in Kyushu and also i1n Hokkaido. The high will not be getting
here by the weekend I am sure but it has kind of separated the
lows so that one of them has gone very far south and the other
one seems to be the cause of the cloudy weather in central
Japgn, but there are no fronts yet forﬁing so maybe we'll get

off fine.

On the way to the mountains. Tokunaga-san and I left the
Company at just about five olclock and went downtown where I
changed to my hiking clothes. We went over to Ueno Station where
we met Ishii-san at about ten minutes of seven. Ate some dinner -
.unagi - in a restaurant in the station. After this we still had
quite a bit of time so Ishii-san suggested we go visit a statue
nearby. So we climbed Uenoyama, which of course means mountain.
It is a high spot in this part of Tokyo where a nice cool breezes
blow and on top is a statue of a very famous Japanese - Saigo.

He is famous because he was one of the two negotiators at the time
of the final consolidation of all of?2Japan. He is credited with
having been able to get the two enemy factions, one of them
Tokugawa, together without bloodshed.

After this we went down to the station and found our train, and
what luxury! We've got sleepers! And interesting enough it seems
to me these sleepers actually have more length than I remember
the American trains have. If I stretch out my toes as far as they
go my head still doesn't touch the top. It is now ten minutes of

nine. We have to get off the train at ten minutes of five in the
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‘XOA‘ morning. I'm afraid it may be somewhat of a rush, but I guess
I'm fairly well set. It was a question where my pack could go.
I suddenly remembered I had a leather thang in one of my
pockets, so I rigged up a hanger to hang it on a hook for coats
at one end of the space over my feet. I hope it doesn't break
during the night because it will sure wake me up fast.

We have one lower and two uppers. They were all made up when
we got aboard but the three of us sat around on my assigned
lower and the opposite one. You can imagine the apprehension on
the face of the young lady that came to claim the lower across
the aisle.

Saturday morning, 5 September I woke up about 4:15 and I know

that the train is scheduled to go to our station about 5:00. I'm
not sure when so can't get back to sleep very well so I decided
to dress and pull back the blinds and watch the countryside. The
first town was Kurobe. Everywhere on the buildings were the letters
YKK. This is a name I know from the instrument trade shows. Appar-
ently the town of Kurobe is all just that one company.

At two minutes of five we arrived at Toyama. We are waiting for
the local train to come in. Supposed to leave at 5:20. The
station is full of hikers. It is quite warm and the sky 1s clouded
over completely at this time, but of course the sun hasn't come up
yet, so there is no way of knowing how thick the clouds are.

Right on schedule at 5:20. The three-car train took off from the
station with nobody standing and in this front car only about
eight people.

Last night in the station Ishii-san said he had been reading old
issues of the Company paper and had come across one written in 1962

in which I had been interviewed and stated that for many years
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Yokogawa and Foxboro had been going their own ways but now the
two companies would be working at an early stage in research and
development and would thereby have the same product line.

It is about 6:10. We are going up a steady slope along the
side of a river. There are many short tunnels. The river is
quite wide and now almost dry but from the looks of it, with all
the sand and rocks, during the heavy rains it must be quite a
sight.

Tateyama Station at 6:15. This is the end of that railroad line.
and the beginning of a cable car. There must be fifty or sixty
hikers waiting for the cable car and with those from our train it
is well over a hundred now. It sure looked like a little car when
it came to the station but believe it or not, everybody got in.

It did take a little work on the part of the attendant at the
station to get everybody shifted around so there was enough room.

Sixteen minutes, 500 metres vertical, 1300 metres length. The
first bus leaves in about 45 minutes, so we are going to eat some
breakfast here in a dining-room. It is raining very lightly right
now.

I took a picture from the balcony outside the dining-room.

for wasps. They spend most of their time ducking them, running away
from them, and finally swatting them. Maybe the nest is down at
that end.

In this bus they weigh the packs the people have. If they are
over 10 kilo you must pay. We weighed Tokunaga-san's before the
conductor arrived and found it was over, so we moved his jars of
water into my pack and although he was a little more than 10 he
got by. Ishii-san had to pay. 100 yen has to be paid for every
pack that is over 10 kg. If you are over 10 and pay they will put
your:.pack in the baggage section of the bus but if it is under 10
you are expected to carry it. You can carry the heavy one if you
want to.

We are waiting for the bus. It is now about 8:05 and bus is
scheduled for 8:20. It is very hazy and a cloud cover over all.
Guess we are not going to see very much today. The bus ride 1is
an hour and twenty minutes.

They are loading the bus, two to a seat and after they are
all loaded the arms fold down and two more sit in the ailsles, so
there are six across in each row. The luggage was passed in thru
a window in the back of the bus to fill the back row and the one
before it, and then the next batch of luggage went in an out-
rigger hanging out four or five feet behind the bus. Even at that
Ishii-san's luggage didn't get on this bus. It will be on the
next bus which is loading right away.

Narrow gravel road, crushed rock, steady climb but steep enough
that the bus must stay in low gear. The gulde Just said in this

hour and twenty minutes the bus gains 1500 metres in altitude.
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“>Most of the way the road goes in a cut. A minute ago we came out
momentarily and could see down to the right - with no guard railing -
500 metres down.

At 8:40 the bus stopped so we could see a waterfall across the

valley. I took a picture and the fellow sitting next to me &

A S

recognized and commented on stereo camera. This is the first man-ﬁ
in Japan that has ever recognized what a stereo camera is. He
explained to Tokunaga-san that he is a cameraman.

We just met a ﬁack. There was no question on the part of the
bus driver or the truck driver. The truck just stopped and then
backed up to a wide enough spot in the road.

The waterfall name - Shomyodage. The guide just asked who had
come the farthest to get here. Quite a few people spoke up and
called 7out different places in Japan. Then Tokunaga-san pointed
to me and called out "America" so I guess there is no question who
came the farthest.

9:15. Still going steadily up. Getting much brighter as though
the clouds were thin. Along side the bus around 9:30 a field of
snow still exists. Just after that we came to Murodo. Enormous
amount of construction going on here. This is where we get off.
Great piles of reinforcing steel, scaffolding, in the fog looks
like a 3- or l4-story building being built about 100 feet long.

At the moment is very foggy here. Now the fog is blowing away.
The second bus has just arrived so Ishii-san can get his pack.

We can see the hotel being built. Maybe this is the last time to
see this place before it becomes completely civilized.

9:42. We started walking from the bus stop. 9:50. Starting to

rain so pulled out the umbrellas.
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Z7 At 9:58. We just passed by a sulphur-smelling hot spring. Now

we come to a large patch of snow and ice. The weather is cool
but a heavy shirt i1s enough to be more than warm. Now we must
cross'part of an ice field - maybe 50 metres distance.
10:20. Still steady climb. The trail looks like an anclent path
- stone walls on both sides filled with gravel about five feet
wide.

I forgot to say this morning that on that train last night I
woke up only once before the morning - the road beds are sure smooth.

10:20. We reached the hut. We have a nice room for the three
of us - nice view towards Tateyama. Right now all there is is fog.
This little hut takes care of four hundred people. It is three-
stories high with a stone wall around it up to same level as this
2nd floor window, so as to cut down the wind. This is a roku
tatami room. Ishii-san says that in heavy season they put fourteen
people to a room of this size. (This room is 4 yds by 3 yds.)

Almost 2:30. We have had lunch and are sitting looking at stereo
pictures. A fourth man, our room-mate, has Just come in and he is
also looking. Suddenly I looked out the window and a few feet away
is the mountain side going up very sharp. Maybe I can get a picture
if the clouds stay away long enough. @ur roommate says this 1s his
first mountain climb and now that he can see how high the mountain
is above here he says he never would have done it if he had known
it was so high but he went up in such thick fog and cloud that he
had no idea.

About 4:15. We decided to just walk around. Well, we got about
half way to she summit.

.. the hut - about 4:50. The mountain in the distance 1s

Shishiyatake and the blue roof below is the hut where we are staying
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Nothing more to do for the next hour so we decided to go on to the
summit. It cleared up enough so the supmit could be seen from half-
way. A group of people, looking back making all sorts of joyous
noises because they can now see the summi$% for the first time. Even
when they were up there they couldn't see it. As we near the top

-bé% next year when they get the new facilities - the hotel I mentioned
before - he is afraid there is going to be a traffic jam on his
mountain here. The priest assured us that tomorrow morning the
weather will be fine.
5:25. We are back down again. Slight sprinkle but sure looks like
it is clearing.
We had a beautiful sunset tonight. The sky is almost clear, some
low clouds forming in the valley but the moon and several stars are
very bright. I took a couple of pictures of the sunset.
For supper tonight we were each given two dishes, one of them with
a curried rice, moderate helping, and the other with a small sort
of salad - shredded cabbage, 3 small slices of ham, and a teaspoonful
of potato salad.

Now at 6:15 there is one bright spot in the east and the clouds
are lifting. Still can see the summit from here.

Well, we got to breakfast ten minutes ahead of scheduled time.
They let us start. A big bowl of rice, bowl of soup with bread-
like stuff in it, raw egg, couple of pickled onions, of course
the seaweed sheets and tea. Tokunaga-san supplemented it ~with
a can of sardines and some powdered dried egg and seaweed to
sprinkle over the rice.

Now about 7:15 it is closed in pretty tight. We can see about

About 8:03 we did come to the fork of the well maintained trail

to the ropeway station and the other trail, a good one for the
#White Mountains but still not as good as the other, goes down.
Just after we started on the branch trail I took a couple of
pictures down toward the dam. The trail is grown over gqulite a bit
so with the rain last night our legs are getting pretty wet from
the water on the bushes.

At about 8:25 we stopped as we caught up with our roommate at a
spring. Here we ate some of the canned pineapple that Tokunaga
had bought at Ueno Station the other night.
